1) Call to Order: The meeting was called to order at 2:00 p.m. by President Laura Cardinale.
2) Quorum Called: President Cardinale stated there was a quorum.

3) Approval of Minutes: A Motion was made by Karen Bevis to approve the minutes for January
28t, 2026, seconded by Rose Wright. All were in favor. Motion passed.

4) New Business: Monarch Members Representative — Bill McFarlane- Motion was made by
Rose Wright to approve Bill McFarlane as Monarchs Member Representative to Executive
Board, it was seconded by Karen Bevis. All were in favor. Motion passed.

5) Budget Committee Report:

A) 2025 Audit Review -Timothy Graham stated Jim Hartley from our accounting firm
presented the 2025 audit to the Budget committee last week on March 18,
Timothy reported that the audit came back clean with no recommendations for any
changes by accounting firm. Timothy also reported the 2025 budget for MDPOA line
items came in under budget by $37,664 including deprecation and the West Villages
came in under budget $13,625. Both of those surpluses will be added to the 2027
budget to offset future expenses.

Rosenhaus reported this project has been completed and all repairs required from 2025
inspections have been completed.

Lake Re-slopping / Lake 17 — Todd Reported that this year’s re-slopping project at
lake 17 has been completed as of March 20", 2026.

Lake 64 Fence Option- Todd Rosenhaus stated he communicated with South Florida
Water District asking if we fenced in lake 64 if that would negate the need to re-slop
that lake. He was informed that it would not negate the requirement to re-slop lake
because we would still be in violation of our lake permits. It was discussed by Board
to find out alternative options at that lake like such as using riprap or bulkheads in
certain sections.

Meadows Littorals- Todd reported that he has received a few complaints from
Meadows residents about the plant material bullrush blocking the views of the
lakes. He contacted our lake maintenance company Premier Lake Management
asking for options for those types of littorals. Todd was informed by lake
maintenance company that bullrush plant material was a littoral that is native to
our area and are required to stay in lakes. Premier also informed Todd that bullrush
grows to a mature height of about 5-7 feet and then stops growing. Premier did
inform Todd that they bullrush is allowed to be trimmed but was not part of our
maintenance contract. Premier quoted a one time trimming of the bullrush at lakes
44 and 52 in Meadows for $5,200. Premier reminded Todd that the bullrush will
grow back to its mature height again in the near future. Motion was made by Karen
Bevis to allow the trimming of the bull rush to take place on the following
conditions, that cost be covered by Meadows HOA, that all work could only be
conducted by MDPOA’s contractor Premier Lake Maintenance company and
payment must be made to MDPOA before work is started. This was seconded by
Rose Wright. All were in favor. Motion passed.

7) Landscape Committee Report: Todd Rosenhaus reported that the landscape companies
have strongly suggested to leave the plant materials damaged by cold weather for a few
months to give them time to recover.

Our records indicate that notice of the Association's intent to foreclose its lien was sent to the above
owner. Our records reflect that the forty-five days has since expired and full payment has not been
received by our office nor have we been notified of any such payment from you,

Since the lien has not been satisfied the Association has two alternatives as follows:

1. Do Nothing \ Lien is in place to secure the Association's position. The property cannot be
sold unless the lien is paid, An owners association lien is good for five years from
recording and is a cloud on the title to the property. We will notify you before the five year
time limit expires reminding you of the upcoming expiration and questioning further action
on behalf of the Board at that time,

2. Foreclosure Suit \ If the lien amount is not paid, plus all attorney's fees and costs incurred,
a judicial sale of the property could result. The progress of the case would depend on the
response of the owner and the amount of any mortgage. The first step would be a title
search to obtain a more detailed analysis of the encumbrances against the property,

A resolution of the Board of Directors is required to start a lawsuit and we request that the Association
